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                                                               ABSTRACT

1. ECO​ BUILDINGS.
The paper presents the recent features that allow reducing energy consumption in buildings (construction, maintenance, heating/cooling, running costs and demolition), the concept of High Environmental Quality and its certification, some examples of passive energy buildings and the emergence of European policies about them.
2. ECO NEIGHBOURHOODS.

Buildings taken in isolation do not create an energy saving environment if the energy consumption to reach them counterbalances the energy savings on the buildings themselves. Eco Neighborhoods are characterized by high-density design, short distances between daily functions, air and water quality protection, abundance of social meeting places, encouragement to non-motorized transport and  climatic features such as a natural protection of public sidewalks again rain and sun. Examples are taken from different countries.
3. ECO CITIES.
The cities as a whole are made of interactions between their components and interactions with the surrounding open space. The economic, social and environmental enhancement of the central urban functions is largely linked to their accessibility from the outside. The policies about the urban fabric as a whole, the use of water and waterfronts in the city, the perception of safety by its citizens in public spaces (vs gated environmednts), the quality of urban parks and open spaces are among the features of eco cities. Examples of cities aiming in one way or another to be eco cities are taken from different countries.
