ANOUNCEMENT AND CALL FOR ABSTRACTS

Collaborated by the NACOTA Pavement Committee and the Chinese Society of Pavement Engineering, a jointed pavement technology and international Chinese pavement expert conference will be held in Taiwan during the week of September 10, 2007 (from 9/10/2007 to 9/14/2007).  The weeklong activities will consist of a workshop presentation in Taipei (probably on Monday or Tuesday) and the two-day conference on Thursday and Friday.  Other tourist activities will be arranged as well.  All NACOTA attendees are expected to give two 30-minute presentations: one for the Pavement Technology Conference and the other for the workshop. 3. New pavement techniques

4. Pavement management system

5. Preventive pavement maintenance

6. Pavement design and construction
